Airlines ban alcohol on flights

As airlines are returning to the skies for
commercial travel, many have made drastic
changes to their operations to keep people as
safe as possible amid a global pandemic.
Almost all airlines require passengers and staff
to wear PPE such as masks, and contact
between cabin crew and flyers has been greatly
reduced, with pre-prepated meals offered at the
start of the flight, or scrapped altogether.

Most of the airlines are suspending alcoholic
drinks service on planes and limiting drink options to water only. The
airlines want to reduced the interaction between crew and
passengers.

British Airways, is suspending alcohol service in short-haul economy
class. Passengers will receive complimentary refreshments along
with a bottle of water.

Virgin Atlantic will be issuing passengers with Health Packs,
containing face masks, surface wipes and hand gel and temporarily
removing alcohol on board.

Irish budget airline Ryanair will supply pre-packed food, but must be
pre-ordered before flying. No alcohol sales on their flights.

Scotland to halt export of tear gas,
rubber bullets & riot gear to the US

The Scottish Parliament has voted to end the
export of rubber bullets, tear gas, and riot gear to
the United States to indicate opposition to
institutionalised racism and show support to the
Black Lives Matter movement.

Patrick Harvie, co-leader of the Scottish Green
Party, who proposed the amendment, called for
an immediate halt of UK exports of tear gas,
rubber bullets, and riot gear to the US.

According to report in Insider.com members of
the UK Parliament are looking into a similar ban. Last week, 166
MPs signed a letter saying the UK "is bound by law to freeze export
of all policing and security equipment to the US where it could be
misused."

The UK has supplied roughly $7.53 billion worth of munitions to the
United States, including over $1 billion in firearms, $22 million in
less-lethal rounds like tear gas and rubber bullets, and more than
$2.5 million in riot shields.
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COVID-19: Something puzzling
happening in India

Since the first known COVID-19 case was reported in China late last
year, it was reported that more men die of covid-19 than women. But
a study, based on Covid-19 deaths in India until 20 May, shows that
the mortality rate among males is 2.9 per cent, while that for females
it is 3.3 per cent in India. The reasons for this are not clear yet but
the gender disparities in India could be a reason for women getting
tested and treated later than men. The study was conducted by
researchers in Delhi, Jaipur, Thiruvananthapuram and Harvard’s
T.H. Chan School of Public Health.

There could be more to this puzzle than what meets the eye.
Women outlive men in India and there are more older women than
men. Is this leading to more deaths among women, as elderly
people are vulnerable to the infection?

Also, women in India are more likely to delay going to doctors, and
often self-medicate at home. And a woman's health is more likely to
be ignored in a household. So are women arriving late for testing
and treatment?

"We need to dissect the gender data to find out more about what's
going on," says T Jacob John, a retired professor of virology at
Christian Medical College, Vellore.

UK to trial ‘No-swab' saliva test

The U.K. government will begin testing a new, swabless coronavirus
test, designed to be completed at home on a weekly basis by
spitting into a collection tube.

Participants will be able to complete coronavirus tests at home by
putting their saliva into a sample pot to be tested for current
infections of the virus.

GP staff, other essential key workers, university employees and
members of their households will be among the first groups to
participate in the pilot, with test kits delivered either to their home or
place of work for them to complete every week.

The pilot will be jointly led by Southampton City Council, the
University of Southampton and the NHS, alongside a wider network
of public services in Hampshire.
